Instructions for filling in the form 

ENTERPRISE MARKETING THE PACKAGING MATERIAL
Enter here the name and address of the enterprise, such as the manufacturer or importer, which is filling in the form and is responsible for the information provided. When necessary, indicate contact data, e.g. the department in the enterprise or the person who can provide any additional information required.

SELLING NAME AND IDENTIFICATION DATA
The general name of the product or product group which the form relates to, trade name and other identification data. Article numbers also constitute identification data. These data should be so unambiguous that the labelling of packaging material in, for example, the stockroom of a shop corresponds with the data on this form so that, for example, a supervisor can be sure to which material the report refers.
